In accordance with the provisions of the 1991 United Nati ons Economic Commission 
for Europe Conventi on on Environmental Impact Assessment in a Transboundary 
Context (“the Espoo Conventi on”), the Minister for Housing, Local Government and 
Heritage (DHLGH) received noti fi cati on from the Northern Ireland (NI) Department 
for Infrastructure (“DfI”) in relati on to a development consent applicati on for a mine by 
Dalradian Gold Limited and two development consent applicati ons for powerlines by 
Northern Ireland Electricity. 
The three planning applicati ons are comprised of (but not limited to) planning permission 
for underground valuable minerals mining and explorati on located in County Tyrone 
(the mine applicati on) and the constructi on of a 33kV power line consisti ng of both an 
above ground 33kV overhead line and an underground 33kV cable to provide a necessary 
electrical connecti on to the mine in questi on (the powerline applicati ons). 
For the purposes of Regulati on 48(2)(b) of the Planning (Environmental Impact 
Assessment) Regulati ons (Northern Ireland) 2017 the above applicati ons were subject to 
environmental screening by DfI. The subsequent environmental statements determined 
that the proposed development may have transboundary environmental impacts in this 
State.
